Itis a
love that leads to action. One Great Hour of Sharing is all about turning love for Jesus Christ into action.

OGHS was begun with a special radio broadcast on a Saturday evening in 1949. The goal was to help the
people of war ravaged Europe. People were encouraged to give in their churches or synagogues the next day.
75,000 churches responded.

Now more than 60 years later many denominations still participate in this annual appeal. The focus of
the fund for Presbyterians is three  -fold. The Presbyterian Hunger Program reaches out with everything from
direct feeding programs, to programs that help communities sustain themselves, to policy work on feeding the
hungry. The Self Development of People Fund offers grants to local groups that work from within to strengthen
people and communities. The Presbyterian Disaster Assistance is the branch of the church that is one of the
first responders and best responders to crises and natural disasters. PDA partnered with Church World Ser-
vice and had baby kits and hygiene kits shipped to Haiti the day after the earthquake. And PDA is in the situa-
tion for the long haul. They are still supporting work teams going into the areas of Mississippi, Texas and Lou-
isiana ravaged by hurricanes Katrina and Rita. Our adult mission trip was very impressed by the work and or-
ganization of the PDA in their trip last year to the lowa flood areas.

We encourage members to take the opportunity to set some money aside during the Lenten season. We
will give the fish banks out soon to our younger members to begin their collections. We will receive our OGHS
offering on the Sunday after Easter (which is the Sunday we will receive our Confirmation Class o April 11).

Make your love for our Lord a motivation for this worthwhile special gift.
